Effective February 24th 2020 

 

All evidence return requests must be submitted in writing including case number (if possible), a description of 
the evidence being held and contact information for the person (including address and contact phone 
number).  If you choose to have another person pick up the item, that individual’s information must be 
included in the original letter (including name, address and phone number). 

 

The letter needs to be addressed to the following:

Upon receiving the letter your case will be checked with the appropriate personnel involved with your 
investigation. 
 
After approval is received from the person involved in your case you will be contacted for an appointment to 
have your item returned. 
 

For Firearms return additional background check will be conducted to verify the person is eligible to 
possess a firearm. 
 
NO AMMUNITION WILL BE RETURNED 
 
If you are picking up a firearm you will be required to bring a case for the firearm. 
 
You are required to bring a photo ID to pick up any evidence. 
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I have read and understand the evidence return protocols for the Outagamie County Sheriff’s Office.
